NALC – The North American Lutheran Church to which SOTW belongs, has a 
team of dedicated staff and volunteers who work thorughout the year to be ready 
to assist in times of natural disaster. 
 

We are setting a goal to collect 500 items and raise $500 during the 5 weeks of Lent.  These are the 
items used to make Disaster Relief Kits and Health Kits which are distributed to those in need following 
floods, hurricanes and tornadoes.

- Comet/scouring powder  
- Pine sol or similar cleaner 
 

- Wash cloths 
- Bars of soap 
- New/gently used bath 

towels 
- Toothbrushes 

(individually packaged) 
 

- Toothpaste 
- Dental Floss 
- Combs 
- Deodorant 
- Nail Clipper 
- Shampoo 
 

Also needed for all kits: Bibles (adult, children, teen, Spanish, large print); Prayer Books; new or 
gently used, clean blankets, any size. We kindly ask that if gently used blankets be washed a dried 
before being donated.
